· We are United by our faith in Jesus and our membership in the church

· We all learn from each other

Catholics share the same faith

· A Rite is a special way that Catholics celebrate and pray to God

· Most Catholics in the USA worship by the Latin or Roman Rite

· Others worship by the Eastern Rite

· Catholics who celebrate with Eastern and Latin Rites make up the whole church

We are all joined in 3 important ways

1. We all share the same beliefs and we say the Apostle’s Creed

2. We all celebrate the seven sacraments

3. With our bishops we are all united with the pope as one church

· Catholics everywhere are disciples of Jesus

· Baptismal Register:  the book your name is written in when you are baptized (shows that you’re a member of the church)
Catholics celebrate their faith in different ways

· All Catholics participate in the Liturgy: the official public prayer of the church

· But, people with different Rites celebrate the liturgy differently (the wording is not always the same)

· Other things that the priest and people do can be different too
